ANI 155 Textures and Studio Lighting for Animation (CAR) – tabled until requested to return.

ART 121 Ceramics I (CAR) – great reflection and insights! Feedback was helpful as well. Recommend attaching summary data in the future for a more detailed breakdown of data. Requesting clarification on outcome #2 results.

BIO 215 Cell and Molecular Biology (CAR) – nice variety of assessment tools. In the future, please consider collecting assessment data over multiple semesters for a larger sample size, and include the percentage used for the standard of success. Good job looking for ways to improve the course.

BMG 226 Transportation and Logistics (CAR) – the standard of success is stated as 75% of students scoring 75% in the assessment plan but stated as 70% of students scoring 70% within the report. Recommend assessing course sooner to see how the overhaul of the course helps. Really good action plan!

BMG 265 Business Statistics (CAR) – outstanding and thorough report. Please specify what percentage of students achieved the correct scores. Recommend adding more questions for those outcomes where students failed the standard of success.

CEM 222 Organic Chemistry II (CAR) – C&A Director will meet with faculty preparer to review suggestions. Report will be returned to committee for review.

CIS 121 Linus/UNIX I: Fundamentals (CAR) – nice job! Good breakdown of data and great reflection.

CNT 216 Routing and Switching Essentials (CAR) – very thorough. Great job parsing out CISCO questions to outcome to get meaningful information. In the future, please include the percentage of students who scored and expand on action plan.

COM 183 Persuasion (CAR) – good data analysis and interesting information about outcome #1 with either all correct or none correct; thoughtful consideration and emphasis on continuous improvement.

CUL 224 Principles of Cost Control (CAR) – nice job! Recommend combining outcomes #1 & #3, and contacting math department for ways to help students improve math skills.
11. FA
CUL 230 Advanced Kitchen Operations: American Regional (CAR) – excellent report; extremely thorough. Outcomes #1 & #2 were rated as a group – can they be assessed individually or can you have an individual component?

ENG 107 Technical Writing I (CAR) – great job and excellent rubric.

ENG 170 Introduction to Literature: Short Story and Novel (CAR) – excellent job and thoughtful reflection. An inherent flaw in ENG courses is that the rubric used can’t discern success on individual outcomes. Kudos for breaking it down by outcome and assessing everyone!

MTH 149 Functional Math for Elementary Teachers II (CAR) – excellent. Great rubric, reflections, and plan for improvement.

PHL 123 Critical Thinking (CAR) – tabled; report was unavailable.

PHL 245 Philosophy of Religion (CAR) – good analysis of data and thoughtful consideration; in the future, please consider collecting assessment data over multiple semesters for a larger sample size; please include percentage of students when discussing how many met standard of success. Check that assessment tool and scoring method for outcome #1 are compatible.

PHO 111 Photography I (CAR) – great reflection and final thoughts; ask for clarification on why the 5th section data was not collected?

PTA 240 Clinical Education II (CAR) – great job! Good work identifying the correct benchmark, calibrating the standard and calibrating the clinical instructors on how to score.

RAD 265 Computed Tomography (CT) Clinical Education I (CAR) – great job! In the future, please consider collecting assessment data over multiple semesters for a larger sample size.

RAD 267 Computed Tomography (CT) Clinical Education II (CAR) – great job! In the future, please consider collecting assessment data over multiple semesters for a larger sample size.
