MUTE YOURSELF

If you aren't speaking, please mute
yourselfl Even quiet background noises
can be distracting to the rest of the
session participants. If you un-mute
yourself to speak, avoid typing and
promptly mute yourself again when
finished.

ARRIVE ON TIME, STAY
THE WHOLE SESSION

It is always best practice to
arrive on time to a session.
However, if you join late, enter
quietly and unobtrusively.
Please stay the whole session
for full PD credit!

STOP VIDEO IF:

e There are visual distractions in your
background;

e You're moving your device;

¢ You need to absent yourself for a
moment.

USE THE CHAT BOX

The chat box is a feature made to
communicate with others during a
presentation. It's a great way to ask
questions or make comments without
talking over anyone.

If you do not know where to find the
chat box, be sure to ask the host at the
beginning of the session.

AUDIO OR VIDEO FREEZING?
